to make the Chinese teachers’ visit positive for them 
and our own students, faculty, and staff. 

We understand that American and Chinese cultures 
are quite different, and the Chinese teachers will 
surely experience a period of “culture shock” when 
they arrive in Springfield.

In order to alleviate uneasiness, the teachers will 
attend at least 3 workshops on American daily eti-
quette and learn about things that we take for 
granted (like general politeness and “good” man-
ners).
